He knows “handshake.”  When he wants to come in, he’ll just sit or lay down quietly and wait to be let in and will not bark.  He is housetrained and has not had any accidents in the house.  
Buddy would be an excellent 2nd dog if someone is looking for a friend for the resident dog.  Buddy loves other dogs.  He bonded with the foster sister immediately.  He gets so excited when we take him to the dog park.  He likes meeting other dogs, and he’ll usually pick big dogs in the dog park to play with.  Buddy will often initiate playing, and he loves to run around in the yard, having fun which  makes his foster sister  run around with him in the yard.  Inside the house, Buddy will watch his foster sister and follow her around and lay down close to his sister.  When his sister is looking out the window (one of her favorite activities inside the house), Buddy will stand close to her and watch her watching out the window.  The foster sister definitely loves Buddy and is having more fun everyday since Buddy came.
